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Training of thinking doctors, rich
in humanity

Established in 1973, Yamagata University Faculty of Medicine
will soon celebrate its 50th anniversary. Over the years, as the
only medical teaching institution in Yamagata prefecture, the
Faculty has produced many doctors and nurses, with the result
that its graduates now play a central role in many of Yamagata
prefecture's medical institutions.

In addition, the Faculty has been involved in a range of
state-of-the-art initiatives.

The term "student doctor" is now standard in the field of
teaching, and it was first given to the students who took part in
this Faculty's training. And the Faculty was also a pioneer in
introducing long-term teaching placements at local hospitals for
student doctors. In the development of our graduates' careers as
medical professionals, we provide a cyclic form of medical
training that encompasses not only undergraduate training, but
also training for postgraduates, and this initiative has resulted in
many of our graduates wishing to train at medical institutions
and facilities within the prefecture.

In terms of research, we have been conducting cohort studies
since the 2000s, and since being selected for the 21st Century
COE Program, we have expanded the scale of this research to
cover the whole of Yamagata prefecture and are developing it as
state-of-the-art research that includes genome information. The
cohort study is currently undergoing secondary examination,
and we are awaiting the accumulation of outcomes in the study.
Also, with regard to clinical practice, the Faculty was among the
first to introduce a Cancer Treatment Board (CTB) to facilitate
wide ranging discussion among multi-disciplinary professionals,
and has been able to provide high quality cancer treatment.

In recent years, the Faculty has also been designated a cancer
genomics core hospital, at which more highly precise cancer
treatment can be provided. Furthermore, we have introduced the
first heavy ion radiotherapy devices into the Tohoku / Hokkaido
region, and have begun to provide treatment with them.

We also have continued to provide teaching, research and
medical treatment during the COVID 19 pandemic, introducing
measures to prevent infection wherever possible.

The University's founding spirit is "Training of thinking doctors,
rich in humanity". Rising to the challenge of this mission, our
entire staff will work unstintingly and with a sense of
responsibility.
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Trustworthy medical care, rich in
humanity

Since its opening in October, 1976, Yamagata University
Hospital has been providing advanced and state-of-the-art
medical treatment as Yamagata prefecture's only advanced
treatment hospital, with the goal of "trustworthy medical care,
rich in humanity".

Recent advances in medical technology have been truly
outstanding, and we have introduced the most up to date
medical technologies and equipment into the medical
treatment that we provide.

A particular goal of the Hospital is the promotion of
state-of-the-art cancer treatment, and we were in fact the first
national university to establish a Cancer Center in the Faculty
of Medicine.

Through our multi-disciplinary approach to the treatment of
individual patients, the Cancer Treatment Board's Yamagata
Method has become a national model for multi-disciplinary
cancer treatment.

In 2019, the Hospital was designated one of Japan's 34 cancer
genomics core hospitals, promoting personalized medical
treatment that identifies the optimal therapy in response to the
particular genetic abnormality of the patient's cancer.

In addition, the Hospital has launched the Yamagata Biobank,
with blood and tissue samples donated by patients who have
consented to cooperate in our research, and advancing the
development of a system to provide genome therapy for
diseases other than cancer.

Furthermore, the only heavy ion radiotherapy devices in the
Tohoku / Hokkaido region have been operational since 2021.
In this way, the Hospital functions as a major support to
medical care in the region, and the entire faculty and staff are
working as one for the further development of advanced and
state-of-the-art medical treatment.
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Yamagata University Graduate School of Medical Science and Faculty of Medicine
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The Yamagata University Faculty of Medicine produces skilled professionals
who are ready to contribute to medical science and medical care all over the world.
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Yamagata University Faculty of Medicine was established in 1973
as one of the first schools established under the plan of one
medical college in each prefecture (including ones in Asahikawa
and Ehime) . The history of this faculty began when the committee
for preparation of Yamagata University Faculty of Medicine was
established in Yamagata Prefecture on Dec. 13, 1968 and a
document to offer cooperation to establishment of the faculty of
medicine was submitted to the President of Yamagata University
(Mr. Tokutaro Hirone) by the Governor of Yamagata Prefecture (Mr.
Tokichi Abiko) . The liaison conference for establishing Yamagata
University Faculty of Medicine (among Yamagata University,
Yamagata Prefecture, and Yamagata City) was assembled on May 6,
1972 and on July 1 of the same year, it was decided at the Yamagata
University council to appoint Dr. Takashi Nakamura, a recipient of
Order of the Rising Sun, Gold and Silver Star, a professor emeritus
at Tohoku University (Director of the Akita Cerebropathy Research
Institute) as a professor of Yamagata University (as the planned
dean of the Faculty of Medicine) ; subsequently on July 28, it was
decided at the same council to appoint Dr. Kunio Ichiyanagi, a
professor of Niigata University, as a professor of Yamagata
University (planned director of the Yamagata University hospital)
and then selection of professors of the Faculty of Medicine was
started. As the law to amend part of the National School
Establishment Law (1973 Law 103) was enforced on Sept. 29, 1973,
Yamagata University Faculty of Medicine was established.
Therefore, it can be said that Yamagata University Faculty of
Medicine was opened because Yamagata Prefecture and Yamagata
City called for establishment of it in Yamagata University and these
three parties agreed on the spirit of bringing up youths to bear
Japanese medicine and medical care. Naturally, Yamagata
Prefecture and Yamagata City came to rely on Yamagata University
Faculty of Medicine about medical care of Yamagata, so it can be
said that responsibility occurred on the side of the Yamagata
University Faculty of Medicine also.

With the enforcement of the National University Corporation Law
(Law No. 108 on July16, 2003) , the university was reorganized into
Yamagata University, a National University Corporation, on Apr. 1,
2004. Our current professors are conducting medical studies and
clinical practices that are above the level of former imperial
universities in some fields and acting as opinion leaders in various
fields by showing their individual characteristics, so they are now
engaged in upbringing of world-class medical persons with the
consciousness that is totally different from that in the foundation
period.

An office to prepare for the founding of the Yamagata University Hospital
was created on April 1, 1975 in conjunction with the establishment of the
Yamagata University Faculty of Medicine. This office was headed by
Professor Emeritus Kunio Ichiyanagi, who was to become the first hospital
director. On June 4, 1975, a committee was launched to prepare for the
founding of the Yamagata University Hospital. On March 10, 1976, the
opening of Yamagata University Hospital was approved by Masami Tanaka,
Minister of Health and Welfare, under the Medical Service Law. Yamagata
University Hospital was established on May 10, 1976. A ceremony was held
on October 5, 1976 to commemorate the completion of the Yamagata
University Faculty of Medicine and Yamagata University Hospital, and
outpatient care began on October 25, with the first inpatients admitted on
November 8. When the hospital opened, it had 15 departments and 320
patient beds. By March 13, 1978, two more departments had begun seeing
patients, and there were 444 beds. To improve urgent medical care, an
emergency department was established in 1999 and took the first steps of
operation (described in detail in the section on the department of
medicine) . In 2002, Professor Emeritus Takamasa Kayama (former dean of
the Faculty of Medicine) became hospital director and began
implementing reforms in the University Hospital based on a new
approach. This approach was the creation of a cooperative framework
among medical departments for the sake of the patient, while providing
world-class medical care in each department. This meant removing the
barriers that kept medical departments separate. Based on this policy, the
radiology department was reorganized in FY 2006 into two new
departments, the diagnostic radiology department and the radiation
therapy department; and the higher brain function department and the
oncology department were established in 2007, providing advanced and
understandable medical care. The clinical cancer center was established in
2007 as part of the cancer center of the Faculty of Medicine, as more
disease-specific medical care centers were established under this approach.
Then hospital director Takamasa Kayama had applied for approval of the
hospital redevelopment plan under this visionary initiative in order to
promote more advanced medical care in the future, and the plan was the
first to be approved by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science
and Technology after the incorporation of national universities in FY 2004.
Redevelopment of the hospital began in FY 2005, including construction of
a new ward and major renovation of an existing ward, and the new South
Ward was completed in FY 2008. Ward renovation was completed in FY
2010, increasing the number of beds to 637. Renovation of the outpatient
ward and the central hospital building was completed in FY 2015.
